Masters of 
the laziness of being busy, Lacking in                    
Mindfulness and slow to  apply antidotes to all 
our afflictions, Our comprehension of the              
Dharma is minute.     
Yet still, for the past 10 days, out of your great 
love, kindness and compassion, you have                         
generously imparted the most precious of                
empowerments,  Vajrayogini and  Yamantaka.  
So gentle, yet so sharp and precise, You delight 
us with your joy.  Your great skill inspires and 
uplifts our minds, And at the same time, keeps 
our feet firmly on the ground.  Kyabje Khensur 
Kangurwa Lobsang Thubten Rinpoche, we thank 
you from the depths of our hearts.  Please              
remain amongst us forever and continue to rain
